Payment of Governors’ Allowances Policy 
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PAYMENT OF GOVERNORS' ALLOWANCES
INFORMATION AND GUIDANCE

This process covers the process for authorisation and approval for legitimately claimed expenses.

· Legitimate expenses incurred by governors may be reimbursed from the school's delegated budget for the purpose of enabling them to perform any duty as governor or as an associate member.

· Governors cannot claim attendance allowances ie: payment for attending meetings themselves, or for loss of earnings.

· There is no legal obligation to pay such expenses.

THE ROLE OF THE GOVERNING BODY

· The Governing Body will decide annually whether to pay governors’ allowances, bearing in mind polices for equal opportunities and race equality;

· The governing body will sanction the payment of travel expenses incurred by attendance at governor meetings or governor training courses.  The mileage rate will be the current appropriate rate paid by Somerset County Council.

· The Governing Body will detail the expenses that can be claimed, if relevant;


· The Governing Body will monitor the impact of the policy, where relevant, with reference to governors’ attendance at meetings and to the total sum claimed;

APPROVAL AND AUTHORISATION

· Where expenses are claimed, the Chair of Governors, or the Vice-Chair, and the Headteacher or the Assistant Headteacher, will authorise and sanction the reimbursement of all legitimate and reasonable expenses.

· Should both the Chair and the Vice-Chair of Governors claim expenses for the same event, then another governor, not involved with the event, shall countersign accordingly.
