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SCHOOL COUNCIL POLICY

Introduction

School Council gives children an opportunity to speak their minds where their views and ideas are valued; where the views of others are put forward; where children learn about negotiation, compromise and good argument; and where they can contribute towards making Kingsbury Episcopi Primary School a better place.  The School Council exists to give members of the school community a forum to raise and discuss issues of interest and importance to do with everything about being at Kingsbury Episcopi School.

Rationale

The Kingsbury Episcopi School Council is formed to give the children of the school an opportunity to put their views and ideas forward.  Those pupils selected to become part of the School Council have some specific roles and responsibilities.  However, School Council members are encouraged to listen to other children and share their thoughts and ideas (even if you don’t agree with them!) to find ways of improving school life for everyone.

The School Council has five key aims:

1) To be a place for discussion and debate about issues raised by the children of the school.

2) To be a place for discussion and debate with pupils between the Governors, the Headteacher and staff.

3) To be part of an effective communication system between adults and children in the school.

4) To be a place for the children to discuss and debate issues raised by children in their class.

5) To help Kingsbury Episcopi School become an even better place for everyone.

Role and Responsibility

The School Council is made up of :

a) A Pupil representative from each year group from Year 1 to Year 6
b) A Governor
c) The Headteacher
d) The two CLP MPs
Pupil representatives are elected in September each year.  Pupils may be re-elected although pupils are encouraged to serve just one year on the School Council.

The Governor representative need not be the same Governor for each meeting.
The Headteacher will ensure that meetings are well publicised.  Additionally, the Headteacher will monitor the progress of any action agreed at School Council meetings.
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
